· Deuteronomy chapter 4 draws a series of conclusions from the story that Moses told Israel in chapters 1-3. That story concerned Israel’s disobedience and how God disciplined them in the desert. It told of how God has begun to give them victory as they are about to enter the Promised Land. The conclusion in chapter 4 is a series of commands and exhortations not to forget the God who has brought them out of Egypt to this Promised Land.
